	SECTION B: COST EVC – PRIOR LEARNING ASSESSMENT

	The evaluation procedure starts with an intake conversation. The assessmentcoordinator will contact you for this purpose. If the intake is positive, you may register for the prior learning assessment. You will pay the administrative cost of €55 only if you actually register. 

In addition to this administrative cost, you also have to pay an extra cost that will depend on the extension of your application:

Fees for a prior learning assessment for an entire degree programme:
a) 590 euro if a student wants to have his general competences on bachelor level or specific competences of a certain bachelor programme assessed;
b) 770 euro if a student wants to have his general competences on master level or the specific competences of a certain master programme assesses, without having a bachelor degree;

c) 230 euro if a student has a bachelor degree and wants to have his general competences on master level or the specific competences of a certain master programme assessed.

Fees for a prior learning assessment for one or more course(s) (part(s)) or for one or more competence(s):
In this case you pay at least €50 but not more than €230 (master level) or €590 (bachelor level): this will depend on the complexity of the investigation. It is self-evident that the fee will be communicated in advance.

A student who registers afterwards for a degree programme on the basis of the EVC prior learning assessment, will get a refund of 20% of the abovementioned fees (except for the administrative cost).
